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On a more mundane note, a range of new
road safety regulations were implemented
on November 9th, one of which, relating to
the use of scooters, skateboards and
roller blades, directly impacts on our
students and their families. In discussing
the new law with students in classrooms, it
was clear that more that 50% of our
students are regular scooter riders, but
only one or two individuals were aware of
the new safety requirements, in particular,
the compulsory wearing of bike helmets.

écgo?ers, skateboards and roller blades
are called Wheeled Recreational Devices
in the road rules. A scooter has two or
more wheels and a footboard supported by
the wheels. It is steered by handlebars,
designed to be used by one person and
propelled by any one or more of the
following: gravity, the user pushing one
foot against the ground, an electric motor
or motors (with the maximum power output
of 200 watts).

Wheeled Recreational Devices can travel
on footpaths and on roads where the
speed limit is 50km per hour or less.

The road safety rules
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1 Scooter riders are required to

~wear an approved bicycle helmet.
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NOT hold onto other vehicles to be towed,
or sit so close behind them that you are
carried along in their slipstream.

Also do not use a wheeled recreational
device in areas that have these signs
displayed.

Road safety reasons - Unless properly
used, scooters, skateboards and roller
blades can be dangerous. Drivers have
difficulty seeing you in traffic especially if
you are being towed or slipstreaming,
which is why this activity is now illegal.

Penalties i A $147 fine will be imposed by
the police on individuals who do not abide
by the new law. At a school level,
children who ride scooters to school
without a helmet will have their scooter
confiscated and parents will be
contacted to collect the vehicle from
the office.

Introduction of the Victorian Student
Number

Our school is working with the Department
of Education and Early Childhood
Development to allocate a Victorian
Student Number (VSN) to each student at
the school.

The VSN is a student identification number
that is being assigned to all students in
government and non-government schools,
and students in Vocational Education and
Training Institutions. The number, which is
unique to each student, will be used as a
k ey I denti fier on

records, and will remain with the student

throughout his or her education, until
reaching the age of 25. The VSN is nine
digits long, randomly assigned, and tied to
stable information about the student
(name, gender, date of birth).

The introduction of the Victorian Student
Number will provide the capability to
accurately detect patterns of student
movement through, and departure from,
the Victorian education and training
system. It will greatly improve the
collection and analysis of timely and
accurate data about education in Victoria.
The Department collects information to
track improvements made to the education
system, identify areas that require further
improvement, and to analyse trends and
identify future needs. The VSN will
improve the accuracy, reliability and
completeness of this information, providing
a better basis for assessing needs and
developing policies to meet them.

You will see the VSN appear on student
report cards, enrolment confirmations, and
exit confirmations. If you want to know
